As We Return To Campus 

Please remember that staff and student safety is our number one priority. For 
those returning to our campus, please plan accordingly as traffic will be an issue.  
Ella School will now offer 3 locations for entrance onto campus. The first check in 
and screening checkpoint is located near the main office, in the front of the 
school. We are asking that all kinder and first grade families utilize this entrance. 
Beginning December 1st, the second and third locations will open. The second 
location is located on Olivehurst Ave, where lunch distribution occurs. The third 
location is near the back of the school on the corner of Olivehurst and 8th Ave. 
To enter campus, all students must take part in a health screening where temper-
atures will be taken.  
Check in stations are open from 8:00am—8:30am. The entrance near the main 
office will remain open until 9:00am for those students who are tardy. After 9:00, 
students will need to check in at the main office. We are excited to safely wel-
come our students back on campus!

On Campus Learning Times and Dismissal 

All students will complete the wellness check in from 8:00—8:30 and report directly 

to their classroom. Instruction will begin promptly at 8:30am.

COHORTS: Depending on your family’s preference, as determined by 
the completion and submittal of the Learning Model Agreement, all students 
are scheduled into an A, B or C cohort.

The A cohort 
will be on campus Tuesday and Wednesday. The B cohort will be on cam-
pus Thursday and Friday. Students in the C cohort will continue with dis-
tance learning and will not be on campus. All students will continue to learn 

daily and be required to complete daily assignments and check ins.
